Notes:

There was a business survey sent out on March 9%. Many of the businesses that participated
saw at least some increase in sales where some saw quite a significant increase. The
businesses seemed happy with the turnout and some reported that it was their busiest day
since the Christmas season. A few have also said that they would like to see this become an
annual event. There were 475 tickets in the raffle box. Customers could have multiple entries if
they were purchasing at multiple participating businesses so that number doesn’t equate
exactly but it was still a lot of customers downtown!
